Fencers must be UK residents and members of British Fencing, and may enter only one Regional event, in the geographical region where they have their home address, OR where they regularly attend a fencing club. If there are four or fewer entries in any one age/category, the NE region reserves the right to ask fencers to fence off at another date and time.   Fencers who are entitled to a bye as 2011 finalists MUST enter this competition in order to qualify for BYC’s 2012, even if they choose not to fence on the day. The first four fencers in each category plus any fencers qualified on a “bye” will represent the region at BYC Nationals in 2012.  BYC Finals will take place on 5th May (weekend), at English Institute of Sport, Sheffield. The minimum age for entry in Under 12 is 9 years as at 01/01/2012.
