Street Swords Fencing Project

Fencing North East is seeking young leaders  in the Darlington area who are interested in becoming fencing coaches and teach other young people in the town as part of a Sport England funded project called ‘Street Swords’.
Street Swords aims to bring the sport of fencing to the Borough of Darlington, focussing on areas that have a high incidence of youth offending and social deprivation.  The programme of taster and beginners sessions will develop the basic skills of fencing that will progress to competition and hopefully establish a Street Sword club.
To be a Street Sword coach requires no previous knowledge of fencing, only some experience in coaching sport.  They have to be able to communicate with others and enthuse young people to become involved in fencing.
Selected Street Sword coaches will be trained and accredited to NGB British Fencing standards, supported and mentored by the Regional Development Officer and National squad manager, Beth Davidson.  They must be committed to the project’s aims, aged 18 and over and have leadership qualities. 
The training and equipment for Street Sword coaches will be fully funded.  Some voluntary work is anticipated during the training period but further funding will be available after the coach is qualified.
